The hearing was called in conformity with the requirements of the Section 105 of the Planning Act P80.

CONDITIONAL USE HEARING REY CU 2/10 
Raymond Duerksen and George & Tina Duerksen proposal to create and RV park and campground on NW 35-12-10E.
Reeve Shandroski advised of the hearing procedures, purpose and requirements of the hearing.
REEVE SHANDROSKI REQUESTED THAT ANYONE IN FAVOUR OF THE PROPOSAL TO PRESENT THEIR SUPPORT.

The applicants Raymond and Tina Duerksen spoke in support of the proposal and answered questions.  Raymond advised that they are awaiting permission from Highways.
REEVE SHANDROSKI REQUESTED THAT ANYONE OPPOSED TO THE PROPOSAL TO NOW PRESENT THEIR OBJECTIONS.
Brian Cowieson (property to the North in the RM of Lac du Bonnet) voiced his concerns: there is a residential area on the North side; Highway #44 has high traffic to the lakes in the summer on the weekends on a single lane, ATV’s in the area disturbing and disrupting peace and wildlife, wells are good now concern over waste water; noise concern with parties on the weekends.
Randy Kolesar (property to the North in the RM of Lac du Bonnet) submitted a letter.  He voiced his concerns: the proposed site is surrounded by private land and the negative impact to those on the North side; increased fire risk; facilities constructed with sewage and water; highway 44 access controls and speed zone as it is busy on the weekends now; no cell phones in this area in an emergency; fire hall protection is miles away; alcohol control; and storage of dynamite nearby ¾ to 1 mile away.

Heide McIlwain (property to the North in the RM of Lac du Bonnet) voiced her concerns: ATV traffic; garbage; questioned if proponents would be living in campground to control curfew; and vandalism will increase.
Tatiana Tarkova (property to the North in the RM of Lac du Bonnet) voiced her concerns: traffic; walking; animal unleashed as she has horses and dogs; and campfires cause fires.

Reg Buttsman (property to the North in the RM of Lac du Bonnet) voiced his concerns: highway traffic and accidents, dangerous and safety is main concern, highway turn off; noise; lifestyle; smoking cigarettes lead to fires; pets – campers will bring their pets.
APPLICANTS RESPONSE:  There will be no ATV trails, there will be hiking trails; building washrooms and showers first; the site will be family friendly; they do no want pets; a highway study has to be done; they will have sewage clean-outs.
Reeve Shandroski advised that no decision would be made tonight, and requested the proponent supply further information that addressed concerns plus a drawing to scale, including distances, of the proposal plotted on a map of the property.
