AND WHEREAS the Reynolds Ambulance Service situated along the Trans Canada Highway 


has been established since 1991, providing emergency services for the Reynolds citizens and 


travelling public;

AND WHEREAS the North East Health Association’s Strategic Plan is to remove the Reynolds Ambulance Service and amalgamate it with the Whitemouth Ambulance Service;

AND WHEREAS by removing the service, the Reynolds citizens and the travelling public must rely on three other ambulance services who are at a distance of 30 or more miles;

AND WHEREAS the adjacent ambulance services may not be able to respond, if at all, in a timely fashion, leaving dangerous and unsafe situations in the Reynolds area;

AND WHEREAS rural communities such as Reynolds deserve the same life saving and timely emergency services as the more populated and urban areas;

AND WHEREAS it is in the best interests of the citizens in Reynolds and the travelling public to leave this essential service in the municipality;

AND WHEREAS removing the service is a sign of regression which will create future economic and population decline;

AND WHEREAS the surrounding municipalities including the RM of Whitemouth, RM of Alexander, RM of LaBroquerie, RM and Town of Lac du Bonnet, RM and Town of Ste. Anne, and  the Town of Beausejour and RM of Brokenhead have voiced their support for the retention of this essential service;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the AMM lobby the Provincial Government to ensure local ambulance services in rural areas remain, so that all Manitobans have timely access to quality emergency medical services.
